in an empty world that tends to become filled over time with bombs and hate and
thievery.

"My building the great dome in Florence was a labor of love. The stipends that the
masters of the church paid me was a pittance in comparison with the efforts that
went into the project. The construction was a labor of love. The discovery of the
principles for it resulted in the flow of the mind. | didn't make the principles. They
came to me. | picked them up and applied them. And it was the soul of our humanity
that insisted that the resulting dome become a beautiful work of art.

The masters called the d ome, my dome. They attached my name to it and paid me a
pittance. That's where the great Renaissance began to fail. They attributed near

zero value to the product of love, where honour is due. They attributed no value of

our humanity. That's why they were  so cheap with me. But worst of all, they didn't
honour the value of their own humanity thereby. That's how the Renaissance was

lost. It was lost in the same way that modern civilization is in the process of being

lost. And it resulted all from them missing  the real issue.

"Humanity got its song back in 1648 w ith the Peace of Westphalia. That's when the
renaissance spirit was coming back to the foreground. The issues in 1648 were not
war. A hundred years of war had made this clear. Nor were the issues about money.
This issue was ushered off the stage. The issue  was peace, and the song for it was
the renaissance song of love, mind, and soul. The mind of humanity and its love and
soul define our civilization.

In historic terms the 1648 Peace of Westphalia was essentially a replay of what we
had accomplished 300 years earlier in Florence under the big dome, back in in the
year 1349. That's the year in which the Council of Florence convened. Except they
were more successful in 1648 than we had been.
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Our big dome had been built against the background of deep divisions in the church,
between the Eastern orthodox system and the Western papal system. The church
had been torn apart by fundamental conflicts over the recognition of what a human
being is, in relationship with God.

Conflicting errors: Western (Papal) vs Eastern (Orthodox)
both are vertical models that are thereby both erroneous.

However it is self -evident that both factions were wrong. It is not possible to
reconcile concepts that are all essentially false. In our case, both the Eastern and
Western factions championed each a vertical model of relationship. Neither of
these models can be true, because the true relationship is evidently lateral, as |

"The world had come to Florence to reconcile two errors. Deconfliction is not
possible on this platform. That's why not much came out of the Coun  cil in Florence
except a faint recognition that the truth lies elsewhere.

"It should have been obvious to every one that the relationship between God and
man is inherently a lateral relationship, such as God being All, and man having all
that God is. When one touches the fringes of infinity, everything becomes equal.
Man becomes God-like in creative power.
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"That's why | chose to build the dome with bricks," Brunelleschi might add. "Bricks
are made of the mud of the Earth. The mud is transformed in fire where a new
quality is created that the mud never had. That's a creative process.

Brunelleschi's Dome

An octagonal dome higher and wider than any that had
ever been built, with no external buttresses allowed tc keep
the dome from spreading and falling under its own weight
And it needed to be built without scaffolding, while

the church remained in use.

To solve the problem Filippo Brunelleschi engineered

the dome with a catenary arch made of light weight bricks
He solved the spreading with internal stone chains
serving as barrel hoops, embedded within the inner dome

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"The little progress that we had made in 1439 was lost soon thereafter with the
fall of Constantinople, the seat of the Eastern faction, by the 1453 Ottoman
invasion.

"The old East/West ecumenical conflict has not yet been resolved. My challenge

still stands alone, to turn mud into the grandest miracle of beauty and utility in the
fire of love. This challenge applies to both, humanity itself in what it creates itself

to be, and to humanity's achievement as a creator of good.

"Nevertheless some progress had been made in 1349 in Florence, when the great
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council convened. This progress was made on the sideline. The most important
legacy came out a series of lectures on Gr eek classical literature by the delegates
educating one-another, primarily those from Constantinople. They brought the
rediscovered works of Plato back into the light, and so on. The process of reasoning
behind the scene set up a stage of progress into the  direction of the Renaissance
humanism that actually did change the world.

"That's what the masters of the Peace of Westphalia had rediscovered and had
moved forward with - which society itself had move forward with. They
rediscovered my brick work, of mud turned into stone in the fire of love, for the
building grand achievements .

"Beautiful things came out of the rebirth of civilization on this basis in 1648.
Beautiful music resulted and art, and great recoveries in science, and also that new
hope for humanity that unfolded with the freedom movements on the American
shore.

"W hile much of the Westphalia achievement has been lost again, the renaissance
song itself that it sang louder than ever before, had never been totally lost. It had
echoed on through the darkness of wars, and world wars, and nuclear threats, and
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state financ ed terror against humanity of all sorts. Grand and beautiful things are
still being built with fire of love for our wondrous universal humanity.

"The dome building hadn't stopped with what we had achieved back in the golden
days in Florence. Greater domes have since been built, like the great dome for the
National Center for the Performing Arts in Beijing, China, with a design by Paul
Andreu a French architect. The project was completed in 2007 after six years of
construction. Four years later In 2011, Paul Andreu became dean emeritus and the
chair professor of the Architecture Department at Zhejiang University in

Hangzhou, China, where he teaches t hree months per year. This means that the
song of renaissance humanism is glowing lauder, that we had started back in
Florence.

"The modern dome in China is construc ted of titanium and glass. It is built into the
middle of an artificial lake. The structure spans 700 feet and covers an entire

cultural center, an opera hall, a music hall, and a theater hall, all contained within
with a combined seating capacity for 5,40 0 people. The building of this marvel was
evidently no less exciting than our great project had been back in Florence.

"The great dome in China is built with materials and principles that were not know
to us in our time. | see a lot of love for our human ity expressed in that dome, and
wonderful expressions of mind, and of the beauty of the soul."

"Look at the big arts center in Beijing and see it as a stepping stone. See it as a
model. See it as a model for progress. See it as a first step for building a complete
new city, and then see this achievement as a first step for building 6,000 more new
cities, and to build them afloat across the equatorial seas, together with their
agricultures and industries.
